The cost of the BBC is $15.00 per person before

August 21, 2010, and $20.00 per person after August
21. The maximum fee for families (parents & chil-
dren only please) is $30.00, ($50.00 after August 21).

Starting Point and Time
The starting point for the BBC (maps to starting point

available upon request) will be at Webster Elementary
School, located at the south edge of Plymouth on Michi-
gan Street (Old U.S. 31). Registration will begin at 6:00
a.m. EST and continue until 11:00 a.m. Riders may leave
at 7:00 a.m. Those on the 62 mile (100 Km) route must
depart by 10:00 a.m. We ask that all riders be off the
routes by 4:00 p.m.
   The BBC will be held rain or shine -- be prepared with
proper clothing.  NOTES: Food/Drink/Fruit will be avail-
able at the SAG stops.

Repairs
Traveling SAGs will be available--we ask that your bike

be in good condition and that you be prepared to handle
your own minor repairs, such as flat tires.

Routes
The route for the 20th Annual Blueberry Bicycle Cruise

(BBC) is gently rolling and is a leisure ride to be traveled
at your own pace, appreciating the scenery and stopping
to enjoy the various attractions.
   Lake Maxinkuckee, The Culver Academies and the pic-
turesque town of Culver are on the route with a SAG at
the "Depot" in Culver. Ancilla College, a private liberal
arts college, will be the site of another SAG stop, and
riders will enjoy the beautiful grounds and buildings.
   Our tour winds through the Twin Lakes area, starting
point of the infamous "Trail of Death." The Potawatomi
Indian tribes populating the region were forcibly relocated
to the west by the Federal Government--an event com-
memorated by the statue of Chief Menominee along the
route. A SAG will be located on the Menominee grounds.

Blueberry Festival
Plymouth is the home of the annual Blueberry Festival

conducted during the four-day Labor Day Weekend (Sep-
tember 3-6, 2010). After the BBC, enjoy the more than
500 craft booths, more than 100 food booths, shows and
athletic events at Centennial Park. The festival annually
attracts more than 500,000 people and you are invited to
remain and enjoy a festive day or weekend. Camping is
available at the Argos 4-H fairgrounds.
