1 MILE FUN RUN
This is a non-competitive run mainly for young children.  

5K COURSE
Beautiful out and back course through residential tree-lined
Plymouth. Official times will be given up to 50 minutes.

15K COURSE
Starting at the south edge of Centennial Park through downtown
Plymouth and out into the beautiful countryside.  This is an out-and-
back course with the first and last three-quarters of a mile viewed
by 50,000 spectators.  The course has rolling hills and is a challenge
to the best of runners.  Water is available at the starting area and sev-
eral different areas along the course and at the finish.
